n 1994, Master Sheng Yen

(1930-2009), the founder of the
Dharma Drum Buddhist College,
began publishing the Series of the
Chung-Hwa Institute of Buddhist
Studies. This publication was
created to provide a venue for
academic research in Buddhist
Studies supported by scholarships
awarded by the Chung-Hwa
Institute of Buddhist Studies,
encourage top-quality Buddhist
research, and cultivate an interest
for Buddhist research among the
readership of the series. Moreover,
by promoting cooperation with
international research institutions,
Master Sheng Yen hoped to
encourage the development of the
academic study of Buddhism in
Taiwan.

In keeping with this vision,
and in order to promote different
aspects of exchange in academic
research, the Dharma Drum
Buddhist College began to publish
three educational series starting in
2007:

—Dharma Drum Buddhist
College Research Series (DDBC-
RS)

—Dharma Drum Buddhist
College Translation Series

(DDBC-TS)

—Dharma Drum Buddhist
College Special Series (DDBC-
SS)

In July 2014, the Taiwanese

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In 2018, a new series was
launched to take full advantage of
the new tools available in this Web
2.0 era:

—Dharma Drum Institute of
Liberal eBooks Series (DILA-eS)

Adopting digital publishing
will allow research outcomes to
be quickly shared and evaluated
through the participation of
individual users, through blogs,
shared tagging, wikis, social
networks, and so on. We hope to
contribute to the development of
an open environment for academic
study (a kind of “Science 2.0”) in
the field of the Digital humanities
that will be more collaborative
and efficient than traditional
models. In this way, the Dharma
Drum Institute of Liberal Arts
will continue to help foster the
availability of digital resources for
Buddhist studies, the Humanities,
and Social sciences.
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A Research on the Samyukta-agama
will be published in August this

year.

he DILA Series includes four types of publications:
Tthe Research, Translation, Special, and eBooks
Series.

The Research Series represents the bulk of our
publications: fourteen books belonging to this series have
been published since 2010, including eight monographs
and six article collections. Six of these are in Chinese
and eleven are in English. The Chinese publications are
proceedings from DILA’s conferences: International
Conference on The Language of Chinese Buddhist
Scriptures (S HLFE S 51 58 = JE B S BLEE 5 52 B
st e smsc ), Buddhist Meditation Traditions: An
International Symposium ({§Zi# A FEAR BT A & fm
££), and Buddhist Meditative Traditions: Dialogue and
Comparison (FHZHBIE(ERS : LLECELAFRE——201 4 BRI
e SR .

English publications are derived from the work
conducted by the Agama Resarch Group, including six
monographs by Bhikkhu Analayo and three conference
proceedings edited by Bhikkhuni Dhammadinna. Other
publications include Prof. Antonello Palumbo’s An
Early Chinese Commentary on the Ekottarika-agama,
and Paths to Omniscience: the Geluk Hermeneutics of

Nga-wang-bel-den, written by Prof. William Magee, a
former teacher at our institute. The proceedings of the
Research on the Samyukta-agama conference, edited by
Bhikkhuni Dhammadinna, will soon be published this
year.

The Translation Series currently includes four books
selected based on their contributions to their respective
fields, including the history of different Buddhist
traditions and modern applications of mindfulness
practice. The works are also intended to be used as
reference works by students enrolled in the Department
of Buddhist Studies. Our newest translation, Bhikkhu
Analayo’s Perspectives on Satipatthana, will be published
in October this year.

The Special Series is published in collaboration with
the Xin Wen Feng (¥i3Z*) publishing house. So far,
three books have been published as part of this collection:
The Transformation of Buddhist Paradigms (2L

by Prof. Marcus Bingenheimer, and Buddhist Meditative
Traditions: The origin and its development (X {E(E
i ELYREL RS FR——20 1 2 B FRHE &ram s ER) .

The eBooks Series was created in 2018 to develop

the publication of digital books on online platforms,
providing Buddhist studies enthusiasts with freely
downloadable resources. Two books have been published
to this date: the proceedings from the institute’s Mind and
Life conference series, and Bhikshu Dongsong’s A Study
of the Vimuttimagga ((fRIERR)FERAD .
